Net sales were +14% year on year due to the steadily performances of 
main businesses and the positive effect of exchange rates.

-SS Business: In security sensors, sales of solutions to critical facilities in Japan and abroad were 
strong. In social and environment, vehicle detection sensors achieved brisk sales in Japan and in the 
United States.

-IA Business: In FA-related products, sales were weak due to continued inventory adjustments in 
Europe and to a slowdown in capital investment demand in China. In MVL-related products, while 
EV-related products remained firm, growth of products for semiconductors and electronic 
components slowed. In MECT-related products, secondary battery manufacturing equipment was 
delivered as planned.

With cost increases more than offset by an increase in gross profit, 
operating income was +36% year on year. 

The cost of sales ratio rose 1.0 percentage point due chiefly to a hike in the sales share of MECT-
related products in the IA Business, with a relatively high cost ratio. Meanwhile, the ratio of SG&A 
expenses fell 2.8 percentage points, mainly following sales growth in mainstay businesses.
